Things to Remember

¢ Stay in the kitchen when you are cooking to keep an eye on the food

e Test smoke alarms by pushing the button to ensure they are working
properly

o Keep kids 3 feet away from hot stoves and sharp knives

e Stay alert and focused to help minimize the risk of injury

e Do not deep fry a turkey outside on a wooden deck

o Keep things that can catch fire like oven mitts, wooden utensils, food
wrappers and towels away from the cooking area

e Make sure you have a fire extinguisher nearby
